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The Eugene Applebaum College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences (EACPHS) is one of Wayne State
University’s (WSU) 11 colleges and schools designated Carnegie research extensive with a distinct
urban focus. Wayne State is Michigan’s only urban research university, fulfilling a unique niche in
providing access to a world-class education at a great value.

Vision: We will serve as a preeminent model for learning, scholarship, and engagement
impacting health, safety, and well-being worldwide through leadership, innovation, and the
interconnectedness of our disciplines.

Mission: In keeping with WSU’s commitment to excellence in education, research,
and service, our mission is to advance the health and well-being of society through the
preparation of highly skilled healthcare practitioners; and, through research, to discover,
evaluate, and implement new knowledge to improve models of practice and methods of
treatment in pharmacy and other health sciences from the urban to global levels.
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Collaboration and innovation spurred on many of our
accomplishments, both internally and externally, in the past year.

In February 2005, we entered into a landmark agreement with
Oakland University (Rochester, MI). This collaboration of two state-
funded universities made innovative use of state resources in tight economic
times, while providing broader access to a pharmacy education. Under
the agreement, Oakland University students can earn a doctor of pharmacy
degree from our WSU College and a bachelor of science in health sciences
from Oakland University.

Our Human Patient Simulator (HPS) Complex continued to
grow as a research and educational resource, not only for our College but
for the WSU School of Medicine, the WSU College of Engineering and
external institutions, such as Michigan State University. From two life-size

mannequins, the HPS Complex expanded to include a portable life-size

simulator and an infant simulator. Blue Cross/Blue Shield authorized a grant
to support research using the HPS Complex to evaluate the affect of families
in the emergency resuscitation room, while the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services awarded a federal
grant using the HPS Complex to develop a curriculum on terrorism, disaster, and public health emergency.

To further perpetuate quality health care through the preparation of highly skilled professionals, the
College with approval of the WSU Board of Governors initiated a Doctor of Physical Therapy degree program.

In addition, the Radiation Therapy Technology program with the cooperation of the WSU School of Medicine
returned to the College’s Department of Health Care Sciences.

The College capped the year with the honor of having one of our Clinical Laboratory Science students,
Sharon Bobryk, receive the David D. Henry award at the University’s commencement ceremonies this past
December. The award is presented to a woman who has made the most outstanding contributions to the
University in the areas of student activities, leadership, and service. It marked the end of an outstanding year of
achievements and honors for our College.

“Building a Culture of Collaboration” is the strategic plan that our administrative team and faculty
agreed will continue to lead us through the next five years. This annual report recognizes the innovative and
collaborative work of our faculty and students and the support and generosity of our alumni and donors in 2005.
It reports the high level of success and excellence that the Eugene Applebaum College of Pharmacy and Health
Sciences is achieving, and I am confident will continue to achieve, both academically and on urban, national and
global levels. It reports our efforts to support Wayne State University in providing a “World-Class Education in
the Real World. ™”

She was cited for directing countless essays, dissertations and theses; co-authoring a book;
mentoring students; and lecturing at conferences.

In addition to her professional work, Wallace is active at St. Paul on the Lake
Catholic Church, Grosse Pointe Farms, MI, serving on the parish council and managing the
adult and children’s choirs.

WSU student, graduate, alumna, faculty member, retiree — Wallace has had a long
and proud association with the University that she says has given her much. She recently
strengthened her bond as a donor through a planned gift to the Eugene Applebaum College
of Pharmacy and Health Sciences. Long into the future, Wallace will continue to make an
impact on the educational environment of our College.

The College is fortunate to have alumni and friends, such as M. Ann Wallace and
those listed in the Honor Roll of Donors on the following pages, who have been and
continue to be ardent and loyal supporters.

Recalling the old adage “you always receive more than you give,” Wallace said,
